Please note all sweet preserves, with the exception of Citrus Fruit Curd, must be covered with a new twist top only, or a waxed disc and cellophane.  
Citrus Fruit Curd must only be covered with a waxed disc and cellophane.  
Vinegar preserves, with the exception of relishes, must be at least two months old and must be covered with a solid vinegar proof top, i.e. plastic lined twist top. 
Labels to include main fruit used and full date, i.e. day, month and year.
A jar must be 12-16oz. (350g-450g) for jams, marmalade and chutneys unless otherwise stated.   Additional marks will be awarded for clean and well-polished jars.
Twist tops are available from Lakeland Plastics.
Sponge Cakes
Before turning out of tin, place clean tea towel over wire rack to ensure that the wire imprints are not visible on the cake.

Almond Topped Apricot Cake
Ingredients for the cake
175g butter
175g caster sugar
3 large eggs
175g self-raising flour - sifted
75g ground almonds
100g ready to use apricots, chopped
Topping
50g butter
50g demerara sugar

1 tablespoon golden syrup

50g flaked almonds
Method
Pre-heat oven to gas mark 4, 180 degrees C, 160 degrees fan, 350 degrees F. 
Grease and base line a 20cm (8ins) approx. round cake tin

Cream the butter and the sugar together until fluffy, then add the eggs one at a time  with a little of the flour. Gently fold in the remaining flour, apricots and ground almonds until well mixed. Place into the prepared tin and bake for 40 minutes. 
Prepare the topping in a small pan heat the butter, sugar and syrup until the sugar dissolves. Remove from heat and add the almonds. When the cake has been cooking for 40 minutes remove from oven and spoon over the topping. Return to the oven and bake for a further 10-15 minutes until golden brown. Check the cake is cooked. Remove from oven and leave to cool in tin.

The plant exhibits should have been in the exhibitor’s possession for the whole of three months prior to the Show.  The Committee reserve the right to inspect the Competitor’s Garden or allotment.

4.
Children’s exhibits should be produced with the minimum of adult help.

5.
Exhibitors may have only one entry per class.

6.
NO EXHIBITOR MAY MOVE OR INTERFERE WITH ANOTHER STAGED EXHIBIT.  
The Committee/Stewards have the power to re-position as required.

7.
The Committee will take all reasonable care of articles exhibited at the Show, but they will not be responsible for any damage which may occur.

8.
Should any dispute occur on matters connected with the Show, the Show Secretary should be informed in writing by 3.00pm on the day of the Show. Her decision will be final.

9.
Exhibits must not be removed before the prize giving and exhibitors are invited to donate their exhibits to sell for the Society’s funds, if they are no longer required.

10.
The winners of trophies will hold them for one year and are responsible for their safe keeping and should be returned clean to the show secretary.
11.
The judges are empowered to withhold any prize should they consider the exhibit/s is/are of insufficient merit.

12.
Society vases will be supplied and should be used for all horticultural flower classes unless otherwise stated.  Exhibitors are requested to empty vases of water at the end of the show.

13. Beginners/Novice.  A beginner/novice is a person who has not previously been an award winner in this class.

14. Judging will be carried out in accordance with this schedule.
